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Prince’s Teaching Institute: Schools’ Programme Marks

The Prince’s Teaching Institute was founded 7 years ago and its objectives are to encourage state schools to
develop their subject provision; to motivate teachers to deepen their subject knowledge and to celebrate the school
departments that are engaged in curriculum improvements and projects, which will result in better subject provision.
Participating schools have access to various professional development events and become members of a network of
like-minded schools. Desborough School has been involved in the Institute for four years. The History, Mathematics
and Science departments are members.

On 23 November 2009, the head teacher, Andrew Linnell,
attended the Prince’s Teaching Institute Programme Mark
Launch at Clarence House. At this event, HRH The Prince
of Wales awarded the Prince’s Teaching Institute first
Schools’ Programme Mark to 73 departments from 51
schools.

Desborough’s Science Department, under the leadership
of Mr Ed Brockett, was awarded the Prince’s Teaching
Institute Mark. This was for:

The Prince’s Teaching Institute particularly commended two projects. One was a Master Class on “Air” for gifted and
talented science pupils in schools in the Royal Borough of Windsor and Maidenhead. This was run in conjunction
with the Department of Chemistry at the University of Reading. A second project involved staff training and the
teaching of A-Level Biology practical sessions on electrophoresis techniques. This was overseen by a member of
staff from Royal Holloway, University of London, Safina Khan, who is also a parent governor at Desborough.

There are eight separate professional development activities for participating schools in 2010 on topics as diverse as:

The site of the 2012 Olympics;

Hamlet — serial killer?

The history of mathematics;

The history of medicine;

Making astronomy engaging;

The contemporary novel,

Parliament and Monarchy in the reign of King Charles I.

Desborough School is delighted to be part of the Prince’s Teaching Institute Programme and that three departments
in the school have been chosen to participate. The award of the mark for the Science Department is a fantastic
achievement for the school and recognises the outstanding commitment by staff and pupils to achieve the very
highest of standards.

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Art/Photography trips to London

In November the Art department organised two trips to London for the Art/Photography A level students. Thirteen
students, accompanied by Mr Tanner and Mrs Leonard first visited the Victoria & Albert Museum in Kensington to
view an exhibition entitled ‘Maharaja.” The literal meaning of the word is ‘Great King’ — a turbaned and bejewelled
ruler of absolute authority and immense wealth. The exhibition spans the period from the beginning of the 18" to the
mid-20™ century. Over two hundred and fifty magnificent objects symbolic of royal status, power and identity are on
display. The exhibition runs until 17" January 2010.

The afternoon of this trip was taken up with a visit to the Royal Academy, just off Regent Street
and the famous Burlington Arcade, where many small art galleries containing individual works
can be found. The Royal Academy is currently showing a solo exhibition of the internationally g
acclaimed artist/sculptor Anish Kapoor, winner of the 1991 Turner prize. This is the first time in
the history of the Royal Academy that any sculptor has been allowed to take over the whole
building. On entering the impressive Annenberg Courtyard, a structure of both stainless and =
carbon steel greets the visitor. It is entitled ‘Tall Trees.” Inside are more items made from this
wondrous mirrored-effect material, as well as magnificent sculptures of cement, wood and wax.

On the second visit to London, thirty-six Year 12 & 13 students made the trip, accompanied by Mr
Tanner, Miss Jenkins, Mrs Leonard and Mrs Cox. First stop was Covent Garden where the
photographers in the group were able to take photographs on the topic of the Environment.

The group then moved on to the National Gallery to see the Kienholz: The Hoerengracht exhibition.
The aim was to show the students an appreciation of art through the ages and to demonstrate
different styles both old and modern.

The final stop was at the National Portrait Gallery where we visited The Taylor Wessing Photographic Portrait Prize
2009. This showcases the work of talented of young photographers alongside professional students and amateurs.
This is a five star exhibition, running until 14" February 2010.

Also showing is ‘Beatles to Bowie.” If you were a teenager during the 60s and 70s, this is a must see! Despite the
era depicted, it still has a familiarity with the fashions, fads and music of today.

A level Biology

A level Biology students at a practical demonstration

The department has been very happy to obtain a new
Science Link Governor this term — Ms Safina Khan. Ms
Khan works at the Royal Holloway University as a
researcher in Plant Biology and has provided
inspirational support to the team.

As a result of fundraising for activities such as climbing
Ben Nevis and running half marathons, the department
has been able to purchase resources that would
normally be out of our reach — such as a linear air flow
cabinet used for plant biology experiments.

She worked tirelessly during open evening,
demonstrating advanced techniques using equipment
she has managed to source for us. Utilising her help and
contacts, the department has secured a number of
pieces of expensive specialist scientific equipment such
as a PCR machine, which was donated from a laboratory
that was closing down. Ms Khan was then able to visit
the school later on in the term and run an A level
practical for upper sixth Biology students using PCR and
electrophoresis. This was a wonderful opportunity for the
students - and a number of other activities are planned.

Year 8 Science Master Class

A year 8 Master Class on the theme of ‘Air' was run
again this term. The series of four lectures took place
during after-school hours in term 2. A group of talented
and gifted students invited from each of the local
secondary and middle schools attended the sessions. A
range of topics were covered and students investigated
wind turbines, made hot air balloons, and even met a
live batl A particularly exciting lecture included an
excellent demonstration of liquid nitrogen by members

of the Chemistry Department from Reading University.

David Course Memorial Match: Desborough v Cla ires Court

DESBOROUGH overcame rivals Claires Court 33-12 in the annual David Course Memorial match held at Braywick
Park last month.

In front of a large crowd, Desborough started the brighter, and despite early
missed penalty attempts, drew first blood with a slick move from their midfield to
put winger Louis O’Byrne in at the corner. Chris Heley's conversion made it 7-0.
Claires Court responded with some fiery rugby, and a fine try from Will Ansell
which Mike Habgood converted.

Desborough reasserted their ascendancy with notable forward dominance in the
second half, and with quick ball managed to find O’Byrne in space for his
second score. Within minutes, Desborough centre Tom Hudson scythed
through the Claires Court defensive cover to score a superb 60-metre solo
effort. Heley’s reliable boot made it 19-7. Claires Court centre and man of the
match Cameron Denton managed to claw his side back to within seven points
with an impressive outside break and try in the corner, but Desborough’s

forwards were determined to have the final say.

Desborough’s man of the match Heley continued to pin Claires Court into their own 22 with unerring accuracy, and
the inevitable, decisive score soon came. Former Claires Court pupil Greg Manning scored a memorable try against
his old school with a pick and drive, which Heley converted. Then hooker Jamie Townsend dotted down the final try.

It was a keenly-fought contest played in exceptional spirit, and in the manner which David Course played and taught
the game.

Under 12 Rugby Festival

On 3rd December, Desborough School attended the Berkshire U12 Rugby Festival at Reading Blue Coats School.
There were a total of 44 teams representing schools from across Berkshire. Desborough took an A and B team
consisting of 26 players to represent the school. The tournament was 10 a-side and teams were spread across 8
groups. The final position in the group allowed teams to further compete for the respective cup.

Desborough B

well in the semi-final but were out played and finished an overall 3 in the Vase competition. This was a great
achievement as it was an A team who finally won the Vase cup. Desborough B were the highest placed B team in
the competition and finished 19" / 44 teams. Josh Worsfold was top try scorer.

Desborough A

Desborough A were given a generous draw in the group stages competing against two B teams along the way (St
Barts B & Charters B). Desborough A finished top of their group, only conceding 1 try in all four group matches.
They qualified for the main cup competition quarter final where they defeated Reading Blue Coats A team 15-0, thus
progressing to the semi-final. Here we drew with Maiden Erleigh 5-5, qualifying for the final because we scored the
first try in the match. It was then the final against Theale Green who were just too strong for our boys; we were
technically better but unable to hold out for the match. Scott Prince was top try scorer with 7 tries with Oliver Malik 4
in second.

All boys were well behaved and were a credit to Desborough school.

Player of the Tournament

There was a special award for the player of the tournament chosen by a London Irish coach who
observed a range of matches throughout the day. There were some 500 boys participating in this
competition and only one would win this award. This outstanding achievement went to a
Desborough A player — Sean Muchenje.
