Head Teacher’s Letter

Dear Parents and Carers

| have decided to mention two events that occur at this
time of year in the main assemblies that have taken
place on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday in the last
week before the holiday: that is Halloween and Bonfire
Night. | know one of these falls at the start of Term 2
but | decided to ask boys to think carefully about the
risks that relate to both occasions. In particular, |
suggested that younger pupils should not make
Halloween visits in areas that they do not know. | have
also appealed for boys to be careful with fireworks. On
both occasions, | suggested that boys think of all
members of the community, some of whom might be
less enthusiastic about celebrations. | particularly
mentioned pet owners, families with young children and
the elderly. It is always difficult to strike the correct
balance and to avoid seeming that head teachers try to
restrict enjoyment, but the potential risks are high at this
time of year and give food for thought.

The School Year has started very calmly. We have
been open on six occasions to show parents round the
School who have sons in the upper years of primary
schools. These occasions add to the School's Open
Evening and allow those parents who think it important
to see the school on a representative day. | have been
impressed how purposeful all the lessons have been
that | have visited on these tours and how smart the
pupils and students look.

| was pleased that the exchange to Germany with
Newlands School was so successful. This exchange
was led by Mrs M Johnson and Mr N Bentley (with staff
from Newlands) and they both reported to me
independently how many positive comments they had
received in Germany about the conduct, behaviour and
positive attitude of the boys on the exchange. Well done
to all those involved.

As you are aware we feel that school visits and trips are
very valuable despite the ever-increasing amount of
bureaucracy around their organisation and we shall try
to provide as full a range of trips as we have in recent
years. We are grateful for your support. | appreciate
how many members of staff are prepared to lead and
participate in such trips. | would like to thank Mr A
Lennon, who as well as being Head of Year 11 is
Educational Visits Co-ordinator, for his thoroughness in
checking the arrangements that we make and they are
fully compliant with all the regulations that exist.

After the School returns to start Term 2, we shall have
the Annual Prize Giving. This is formally an opportunity
to congratulate many of the older pupils and students for
their efforts and achievements. There is of course the
similar event for younger pupils in the summer. We are
looking at the way in which the School celebrates pupil
and student achievement to see if we can do this more
effectively and in particular link this activity with the
house system.

There are no members of staff leaving the School at the
end of Term 1. We shall be joined by a new cover
supervisor from the start of Term 2, Mr S Gregory, who
is former pupil from the School. He is replacing Mr M

Dear Sir / Madam,

There have been a number of ‘thefts from’ and ‘criminal damages’ to cars in and around your local area over the last few
months. My officers are working very hard to catch the thieves but we need your help to stop you becoming a victim of
such a crime.

Most thieves who steal from cars are opportunists, looking for easily portable items of value for example: cash; wallets;
laptops; satnavs etc. Thieves have even been known to break into apparently empty cars on the off chance that change
for the car park may have been left in the ash tray, or something of value has been left in the glove box.

What can you do about it?

Always remove anything valuable from your car especially sat navs, laptops, and mobile phones.

Do not leave anything on show, especially cradles for sat navs and sucker marks.

Leave glove boxes open if possible without draining the battery and remove the parcel shelf to show that there is
nothing in the boot to steal.

If your car has an alarm or immobiliser use it, if not, have one fitted.

Take care where you park and avoid poorly-lit or deserted areas — try to find an area that is covered by CCTV
cameras.

If you have a garage at home, then please use it for parking your car and not for general storage. When parked on
a driveway, fit sensor lights to cover the area.

Register mobile phones, laptops, sat navs etc with Immobolise at www.immobolise.com

An active Neighbourhood Watch in your area also helps to prevent crime. If you are not already a member of a local
Neighbourhood Watch Scheme, or signed up to receive Community Messaging messages from the police, please read
the enclosed leaflet.
